THERE will NOT be READERS, ALTAR SERVERS, GIFT BEARERS, EUCHARISTIC MINISTERS, & CANTORS

COLLECTION -- parishioners are asked to leave their donation in the BOX provided by the     
 DEVOTION area (votive candle stand)  THERE will not be GIFTS brought up to the Altar. 

COMMUNION will be under one FORM ONLY.  Parishioners are asked to receive in the HAND.       
 When coming up for COMMUNION please practice your social distancing, stay 6 ft apart from
one another.  If you receive on the tongue, you will be asked to come up after everyone has
received on the hand.

Catholics in the Diocese are still dispensed from the obligation to attend Mass  on
the weekend.  If you are elderly,  high risk, OR ANYONE  who has an underlying

condition that makes  them susceptible  to COVID-19  you should NOT attend Mass
in person but should continue to watch recorded or livestreamed Mass.
